We would like to invite you to become a Mentor to provide support to new candidates for ROMA Certification..  Your experience as a Nationally Certified ROMA Trainer or Implementer makes you a prime candidate for becoming a Mentor.  This is a volunteer position.  
As a Mentor you could provide these kinds of services: 


1. -- Writing a letter of recommendation, in which you agree to act as the Candidate’s Mentor, and in which you provide your first hand knowledge of the Candidate’s skills and experiences.  

2. – Supporting and encouraging Candidates as they complete the Phase 1 e-course
3. -- Attending the Phase 2 classroom session with the Candidate.   
4. – For Trainer Candidates: 

Conducting Practice Sessions with Trainer Candidate/s. (Trainings in your state, sponsored by your Association or State office, which is a benefit to your state as well as an opportunity for your Candidate to practice – or at your agency or the Candidate’s agency – or other location you could assist in setting up.).  Help in setting up the Phase 4 evaluation session. 
5 – For Implementer Candidates: 

Either via phone or in-person, talk to the Candidate as s/he works on the development of the NCRI Portfolio.  Be available to discuss any ideas that come up regarding things they are seeing that are done well and things that might be done differently.  You will get a link to have read-only access to the portfolio.  

6 -- Communicate any observations you have to the NPtP Project Director. 

The Candidate will be someone with whom you will be working following his/her Certification, and who will share the ROMA training and implementation load in your area.  Therefore, it is likely that the Candidate will be someone with whom you have regular contact in the course of your work.
